Falling Upwards – The new album available August 28 / Canadian tour in 2026/2027
Montreal, July 2026 – Described as an “essential link” between the musical traditions of East and West, acclaimed singer-songwriter and multi-instrumentalist Harry Manx will release his 22nd album, Falling Upwards, on August 28. Inspired by Indian classical music while remaining deeply rooted in his distinctive blues-folk sound, the collection showcases the boundary-crossing artistry that has become Manx’s trademark.

The album opens with “God’s Gonna Cut You Down,” a traditional folk-blues song featuring the exceptional guitar work of Kevin Breit (formerly of Norah Jones’ and k.d. lang’s bands) alongside the captivating vocals of Omkara, a mantra singer based in Portugal.
Manx then puts his own spin on Bob Dylan’s classic “Gonna Have to Serve Somebody,” joined by musicians from India, including featured soloist Gopal G, whose surbahar (bass sitar) performance adds a rich and distinctive texture. The instrumental “Pork Pie Turban,” created in collaboration with Steve Marriner (MonkeyJunk, Colin James Band), highlights Marriner’s talents on both guitar and harmonica.
Among the album’s original compositions, “This Joy” features acclaimed slide guitarist Joey Landreth (The Landreth Brothers), while “Find Your Love” brings together three outstanding musicians: Montreal guitarist Simon Godin, vocalist Geneviève Jodoin, and Victoria-based violinist Mark Ferris.
The musical journey continues with “Step Softly,” featuring Nepalese violinist Prasad Anjali, followed by “Steel Rose,” which showcases the extraordinary keyboard talents of Australian musician Clayton Doley. On “A Few Precious Words,” Omkara returns alongside German guitarist William MacKenzie of Cologne.
A heartfelt interpretation of the traditional Scottish folk song “The Water Is Wide” features Calgary accordionist Michael Danglemaier and vocalist Geneviève Jodoin. The album closes with “Without You,” a song co-written by Harry and Omkara, beautifully enhanced by the string arrangements of Mark Ferris.
In addition to being a songwriter, performer, arranger, producer, and guitarist, Harry Manx is a master of numerous instruments, moving effortlessly between guitar, sitar, banjo, harmonica, and cigar-box guitar. At the heart of his signature sound is the Mohan Veena, a remarkable 20-string hybrid instrument whose unique voice perfectly embodies the meeting of Eastern and Western musical traditions.
